INTEGRITY AGREEMENT 
 
I, the undersigned, know and understand that it is ILLEGAL to bring into Mexico:  
 

• FIREARMS AND AMMUNITION  

• ANY TYPE OF DRIED BEANS OR RICE, other than for my personal consumption. 

• USED CLOTHING AND/OR SHOES  

• GASOLINE IN A GAS CAN OR OTHER CONTAINER  

• ANY LIVE ANIMALS 

• FROZEN MEATS, FISH OR POULTRY, other than for my personal consumption. 

 
I promise that I WILL NOT bring these items into Mexico on my mission trip with Baja Christian Ministries.  I 
understand that by doing so, I may be detained, arrested or forced to return to the USA and it WILL 
jeopardize the border relationship with Baja Christian Ministries.  
 
I promise that I will not sneak them in my suitcase and give them away when I reach my destination, nor will I hide 
them in my vehicle. 
 
If I am driving a vehicle, I promise too will hold all persons in my vehicle accountable to this agreement.  I further  
promise that if I have some of these items in my vehicle that another person has unknowingly brought along,  I will 
notify the BCM staff member who is assisting our border crossing and promptly dispose of them before crossing the 
border.  
 
I understand I am allowed to take into the country only those items included in their personal luggage made up of new 
or used personal clothes, shoes, hygiene products, in reasonable quantities according to their planned length of stay 
in Mexico. 
 
I further understand that along with my personal items I can bring in a maximum of $50.00 worth per person of 
additional items in addition to my luggage.  (This is a per vehicle situation. Example: 3 people in one vehicle – a total 
of $150. in additional items.) 
 
If the personal effects and additional items exceed US$1,000.00 worth, import arrangements must be made at the 
port of entry, for the payment of foreign trade dues.  I understand I am allowed to bring into the country medication for 
personal use, as long as I carry a physician’s prescription when it comes to psychotropic medications.
